The apple definitely doesn't fall too far from the tree.Meanwhile, Veronica has

decided to rekindle her flame with Iesha. That doesn't sit too well with Adrian, who has also joined

them on their little getaway. Although she's been Iesha's ride or die through it all, Adrian feels she

will never have Iesha to herself because of the love she has for Veronica. This drives Adrian to

extremities that will cause Ieshaâ€™s life to be turned upside down. As the search continues for

Veronica, secrets are revealed and pieces of the puzzle are put together. An unexpected visitor

sheds some much needed light on the entire situation. Why did Veronica really walk out on her

family?
